Summary:

Under the direction and general supervision of the Community Builder, the Thrift Store
Manager is responsible for the overall operations of IWAV’s social enterprise: Transitions
Thrift Store. The Thrift Store Manager ensures that the store maintains profitability, while
operating in accordance with the agency’s policies and procedures. Proceeds from the
Transitions Thrift Store will be used to support the work of IWAV’s other programs.

Transitions Thrift Store is also an integral part of IWAV’s services, providing store credits to
women and children affected by violence. This responsibility requires the Thrift Store
Manager to ensure the store team understands cycles of violence and abuse, and how
service to those affected.

As a member of IWAV’s management, the Thrift Store Manager is included in manager’s
meetings and is expected to participate, and to share the benefit of connection with this
supportive and highly qualified team.
